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Going on Sabbatical

It is during these stressful times that we must wait 
on the Lord and obey His word to find the correct way out of our 
problems.  I hope this morning that we will learn from King Saul’s 
mistake, in 1 Samuel 13, and see the wisdom in following God’s way 
out of our problems.”
