I. Love is the one debt we will never 
fully repay.  Verse 8

Christian f inancial advisors 
will sometimes quote this 
verse to say that a Christian 
shouldn’t have any debt, but 
that is not the primary 
purpose of this verse.

Jesus said, “Give to the one who 
asks you and do not turn away from 
the one who wants to borrow from 
you.” Matthew  5:42

Instead, Paul is emphasizing that love 
is an ongoing obligation for the 
believer at all times and in all places.
“We love because he first loved us.”
I John 4:19
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That doesn’t mean that loving our 
neighbor is easy or that it doesn’t take 
work.
Love requires thoughtfulness and 
care.

II. Love is the fulfillment of the law.  
Verses 8-10

The goal of the law  was to 
help us live in a right 
relationship w ith God and 
with one another.

When w e love, we fulf ill the law  to its 
highest measure.  We fill it to the brim.  
Romans 8:4 and Galatians 5:22-23

Love is committed to the sanctity         
of marriage.

Love is committed to the sanctity           
of life.

Love does no harm to its neighbor.

• Love shares with others from what it 

has.
