The household of Aristobulus —
possibly the grandson of Herod
the Great.

The household of Narcissus —
possibly the wealthy freedman

of the Roman Emperor Tiberius.

Stachys —my dear friend.

Apelles — tested and approved.

Tryphenaand Tryphosa

« Sisters —likely twins.

» Their names mean “dainty and
delicate”.

* They work hard in the Lord.
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Rufus and his Mother

» Son of Simon of Cyrene who was
forced to carry the cross of Christ.

* Mentioned in Mark 15:21 — written
by Mark in Rome.

“Watch out for those who cause
divisions and put obstacles in your
way that are contrary to the
teaching you have learned.”

God will give you victory.
“The God of peace will soon crush
Satan under your feet.”
Paul points us back to Genesis 3:15.
